About the last Summer Semi- 
nars in Porto, Portugal, 
19-21 July 2013: Impressions

This  year   the   Rorschach  and 
other  projective methods'  semi- 
nar took  place in the charming 
and unique city of Porto in the 
northern  part  of  Portugal.    As 
always, the seminar was enrich- 
ing, expanding our knowledge as 
well  as  offering exciting  social 
encounters with Rorschach clini- 
cians from around the world. It 
was also an opportunity to taste 
the special culture of our Portu- 
guese hosts. 
We met for three days and lis- 
tened to diverse and interesting 
research presentations and dis- 
cussions. Afternoons, we worked 
as groups, discussing several 
unusual cases that enabled us to 
implement the theoretical mate- 
rial presented in the morning. We 
also became better acquainted 
with other Summer Seminar 
participants. 

 

On the first day, Noriko 
Nakamura  presented  a 
fascinating  research-based 
lecture on changes in personality 
styles (extrovert and introvert) 
across time and therapy 
interventions. The lecture was 
presented in a very orderly and 
methodical  way.  In  the 
afternoon, we were able to 
exercise,  contemplate  and 
analyze cases that helped delve 
into the subject. 

 
On the second day, Anne An- 
dronikof presented children's 
Rorschachs and showed some 
interesting facts provided by 
research, concerning different 
parameters in children's Ror- 
schach responses. The small 
group sessions enabled us to 
analyze those cases and study the 
differences between adults and 
children. 
On the third day, Kari Carstairs 
presented cases and dilemmas 
within the legal framework, 
especially concerning child cus- 
tody  and  parental  capabilities. 
We discussed these cases as well. 
On the cultural front, we experi- 
enced the beautiful, touching and 
melancholic Fado music, in an 
authentic restaurant with its 
regional cuisine. 
We had an enlightening and 
enriching Summer Seminars 
which underlined once again the 
importance of the Rorschach test, 
its enormous and useful signifi- 
cance and contribution to the 
assessment  battery and  psycho- 
logical evaluation. 
 
Recent Times 
Today,  we  are  pleased to  wel- 
come members from all over the 
world and with different lan- 
guages. We have found English 
to  be  a  language  common 
enough for us all to present the 
lectures only in English.   There 
will, however, be colleagues who 
can translate on a more informal 
basis into other major languages 
when needed, during the lec- 
tures/workshops in order to 
facilitate dialogue.

We are offering lectures, work- 
shops on case studies and lots of 
informal discussions around 
different schach matters   around 
the     dinner tables and in the 
garden. Since we all have our 
meals together and stay at the 
same hotel, the chance of getting 
new friends is obvious. 

 
About our theme: Defense 
mechanisms Psychological 
defenses are at the 
core of all psychodynamic mod- 
els in understanding maladaptive 
patterns of living and offer a 
window into the inner life of the 
client regardless of theoretical 
orientation. Analysis of  defense 
is the pathway through which 
assessors can access clients’ 
inner  conflict, anxiety, motives, 
and character armor.  The level 
of an individual’s psychological 
organization, from normal to 
neurotic to borderline to psy- 
chotic, are revealed through 
understanding specific defense 
patterns. This Summer Seminars 
explore the concept of defense 
and how projective techniques in 
particular aid  in  a  careful as- 
sessment of this fundamental 
construct (Barton Evans).
